1. Business are classified under SIC Codes. What does SIC mean?  I need a web resource that will provide access to SIC. 

This is a subject specific question that would require locating the proper subject database. The RefDesk.com was the source I used to find information. The first result listed identified SIC as Standard Industrial Classification (SIC). I was directed to the United States Department of Labor, Occupational Safety & Health Administration website:

3. I have just changed my living room carpet and my pet has stained it badly, .can you find me some information on stain removal?

This seems to be a subject specific question, which would require a specialized search engine. I choose the CompletePlanet and entered the search terms: stain removal to find a relevant database. There were numerous results; the fifth was the first one on carpet at http://www.a2zcarpet.com/cgi-bin/search.asp. When I clicked on that link, there was a link for ‘carpet woes’. It was under this heading that this answer was found:

Step Procedure 

1 
Blot stain using soft, white, absorbent material

2 
Mix half a teaspoon of a clear, neutral pH, non-bleach dishwashing liquid with one cup of warm water. Apply it to the stain and leave for 5-10 minutes for best results. Rinse with warm water. You may have to rinse it several times to completely remove the residues. Never use automatic dishwasher detergent because it may contain bleaches that harm the textiles. Never use a laundry detergent because it may contain fluorescent dyes that may affect the dyes.

3 
Mix two tablespoons of household ammonia in one cup of water. Apply it to the stain and leave it for less than a minute. Blot using soft, absorbent, white material such as paper towel or napkin.

4 
Mix 1/3 cup of white vinegar to 2/3 cup of water. Apply it to the stain and leave it for less than a minute. Blot using soft, absorbent, white material such as paper towel or napkin.

5 
Rinse with water and blot completely using soft, white, absorbent material.

6 
Apply rust remover or oxalic acid solution and blot using soft, absorbent, white material such as paper towel or napkin.

7 
Apply a small amount of 3% hydrogen peroxide (commonly available in the drug or grocery stores) and leave it for 2-5 minutes. Blot using soft, absorbent, white material such as paper towel or napkin.
